A well-placed wall-
to-wall mirror with patina finish brings a sense
of depth to the space and draws attention to the
curated collection of 19th century butterfly and plant prints on
the opposite wall. The slightly industrial looking metal windows
and doors have been scraped and varnished for a softer and more
casual look. The hallway has been panelled with special Perspex
sheets in different colours, bringing intensity and visual impact
to the entrance. Details like these are essential for the ambience.
